investigation that intersects the past
and present of the border between the
United States and Mexico developed by
Nicola Moscelli during the three years
of the pandemic. The leitmotif of the
dead end, both physical and
metaphorical, transcends the
geographical boundary and weaves
through the entire narrative, urging the
reader to delve into the complex,
innervated fabric of events and issues
that the borderlands have witnessed
since their inception. Streetview
imagery captured from both sides of
the border reveals unfiltered scenes of
stark beauty, harsh realities, and many
roads ending abruptly. What they have
in common is the aftertaste of an
interrupted story, of suspended magic,
of meaning lost in nothingness. Through
a meticulous research work, the author
enriches these contemporary hyper-
surveillance sceneries and old prints
with quotes from ordinary people and
historical figures, excerpts from
government documents, interviews,
social media, fragments of poems and
song lyrics. These pieces of evidence of
the historical, cultural, and poetic
dimensions of the borderlands are thus
unearthed from nowness oblivion,
forging an augmented reality to the aid
of collective reflection. The
